But as for you, continue in what you have learned and firmly believed, knowing from whom you learned
it, and how from childhood you have known the sacred writings that are able to instruct you for salvation
through faith in Christ Jesus. All scripture is inspired by God and is
useful for teaching, for reproof, for correction, and for training in righteousness,
so that everyone who belongs to God may be proficient, equipped for every good work.

Stewardship - get ready

We are holding an All Saints Celebration and Stewardship Sunday on 4th November and hope that all members
of the congregation will join us. It's been three years since our last Stewardship Sunday and since then Planned
Giving has dropped from £70,000 in 2015 to a forecast of £56,000 in 2019 (a 20% fall). This has resulted from the
death of a number of our donors. The church's finances have been kept afloat by some large bequests but we
cannot base our financial planning on bequests and donations that are unpredictable and irregular.

Therefore, we will be asking everyone to prayerfully examine their giving to see whether we might

balance our books and also provide additional income to really grow and develop our ministries.

Expenditure. Expenditure in 2019 is forecast to be £98,100. £67,000 (68%) goes to the diocese to cover the
shared costs of mission and ministry across all the parishes of the diocese. £23,600 (24%) goes on running the
church, mission in the parish, maintenance of the church and grounds, and salaries and administration. £7,500 is
donated to our mission partners to assist them in relieving suffering and spreading the gospel. We have been
successful in keeping tight control of expenditure and in 2019 we forecast that we will spend less than in each of
the last five years.

Income. Due to a significant decline in Planned Giving, the current forecast for 2019 shows income at

£90,600. We are facing a funding shortfall of £7,500 and our stewardship campaign is aiming to wipe out this
deficit and hopefully to grow our finances to enable an increase in our mission work in the parish. Giving remains
the largest part of our income (£65,300 - 72%); this is further boosted by the Gift Aid that we reclaim from the
government (£15,100 - 17%). The remainder of our income comes from fundraising (£4,200 - 5%), fees (£3,000 -
3%) and interest (£3,000 - 3%).

Your response. Stewardship Sunday is a reminder that all we have and receive comes from our heavenly

Father. We are called to use all that is given to us wisely to provide for those we live with, in our homes and our
church community, and for those in need. You are invited to consider either joining Planned Giving or increasing
your current level of giving.
