We all need a little bit of anxiety to keep us safe, but 
sometimes, as we get older, anxiety can become a 
problem.  Things we used to do without a care in the 
world suddenly become a concern and we can find ourselves worrying a lot about 
what used to be minor issues.  If anxiety starts to impact on us more, how can we learn 
to deal with and control unnecessary fear so that we can continue to flourish and live 
life as fully as we are able to, no matter what our age? 
Excessive anxiety which is constantly affecting your quality of life does need proper 
medical attention. However, for those everyday worries and concerns there are ways 
to help ourselves overcome our fears.  
 
Jeanette will be drawing on her experience and training as a Mental Health Chaplain to 
present some ways to manage and minimise anxiety.  One thing that helps us as older 
people is a lifetime of experience: how do you cope with life’s worries? What works for 
you when anxious thoughts and feelings get in the way?
